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Funerals at St Luke’s and Christ Church 
 

We offer our condolences to you if you have recently lost a loved one. This will be a 

very sad and difficult time. Funerals are a very important way of marking the close of a 

human life on earth. They are an opportunity for friends and family to express their 

grief, to gather up the threads of the life of the deceased, to give thanks for them and to 

commend them to God's keeping. The words and actions of the funeral service all 

speak of a loving God and the preciousness to him of every human being. As 

Christians, we believe that death marks not the end of life, but a new beginning as we 

move from earthly life to a greater life with God. 

When someone close to you has just died, arranging a funeral may not feel the easiest 

thing to do. We are here to help. Whatever pattern of service you want, whether in 

church, crematorium or burial, we can help you. We also have a Garden of 

Remembrance in the gardens of both churches, where loose ashes may be interred.  

If you would like a service in church then the first people to speak to are the clergy. If 

you do not belong to a particular church, after registering the death, the funeral 

director of your choice can tell you which parish you belong to and put you in touch 

with the vicar. If yours is the parish of St Luke's and Christ Church, or if you have a 

connection to this church, then please contact the Parish Office to arrange a time to 

meet the clergy.  

If you would like a service in a crematorium or cemetery, please do not book a date at 

the crematorium or cemetery until you have agreed a date and time with the clergy, 

otherwise they may not be available. 

In November, we will invite you to our All Souls Service where the names of those 

who have died will be read out. In the context of a beautifully sung choral Evensong (at 

St Luke's) or requiem mass (at Christ Church), it is another chance for you to reflect on 

your loved ones.

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Notes for Florists 

Flowers must be arranged by one of the florists on the above list. 

1. Please liaise in good time for access to the church by contacting the Parish Office 

on 020 7351 7365 or email parishoffice@chelseaparish.org 

2. It is assumed that unless otherwise arranged, the flowers will remain in church 

for the following Sunday.  However, in Advent and Lent, all flowers must be 

removed before the Sunday. 

3. No flowers or extra candles are to be placed on the altar, the font or the pulpit. 

4. Please ensure that aisles and passageways are not blocked and that those parts 

of the church used for the service are not obscured by flowers. 

5. If the chancel walls at St Luke’s are decorated, please do not let water spill on 

the stonework, and make sure that access to the lectern is not obstructed. Our 

troughs must be used. Flowers at this point need to be kept low so that the bride 

and groom can be seen at the altar. 

6. No drawing pins are to be used 

7. If candelabra are used, suitable matting must be placed underneath to prevent 

wax damaging the floors. 

8. Do not attach anything inside or outside the churches that will damage their 

fabric in any way.

My child, let your tears fall for the dead, 

   and as one in great pain begin the lament. 

Lay out the body with due ceremony, 

   and do not neglect the burial. 

Let your weeping be bitter and your wailing fervent; 

   make your mourning worthy of the departed, 

for one day, or two, to avoid criticism; 

   then be comforted for your grief. 

For grief may result in death, 

   and a sorrowful heart saps one’s strength. 

When a person is taken away, sorrow is over; 

   but the life of the poor weighs down the heart.

New Testament Readings  

John 6.35-40 

Jesus said to them, 'I am the bread of life. Whoever comes to me will never be 

hungry, and whoever believes in me will never be thirsty. But I said to you that you 

have seen me and yet do not believe. Everything that the Father gives me will come 

to me, and anyone who comes to me I will never drive away; for I have come down 

from heaven, not to do my own will, but the will of him who sent me. And this is the 

will of him who sent me, that I should lose nothing of all that he has given me, but 

raise it up on the last day. This is indeed the will of my Father, that all who see the 

Son and believe in him may have eternal life; and I will raise them up on the last 

day.'            
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John 11.17-27 

When Jesus arrived, he found that Lazarus had already been in the tomb for four 

days. Now Bethany was near Jerusalem, some two miles away, and many of the 

Jews had come to Martha and Mary to console them about their brother. When 

Martha heard that Jesus was coming, she went and met him, while Mary stayed at 

home. Martha said to Jesus, 'Lord, if you had been here, my brother would not have 

died. But even now I know that God will give you whatever you ask of him.' Jesus 

said to her, 'Your brother will rise again.' Martha said to him, 'I know that he will 

rise again in the resurrection on the last day.' Jesus said to her, 'I am the resurrection 

and the life. Those who believe in me, even though they die, will live, and everyone 

who lives and believes in me will never die. Do you believe this?' She said to him, 

'Yes, Lord, I believe that you are the Messiah, the Son of God, the one coming into 

the world.'            

 

John 14.1-6 

Jesus said to his disciples: 'Do not let your hearts be troubled. Believe in God, believe 

also in me. In my Father's house there are many dwelling places. If it were not so, 

would I have told you that I go to prepare a place for you? And if I go and prepare a 

place for you, I will come again and will take you to myself, so that where I am, 

there you may be also. And you know the way to the place where I am going.' 

Thomas said to him, 'Lord, we do not know where you are going. How can we know 

the way?' Jesus said to him, 'I am the way, and the truth, and the life. No one comes 

to the Father except through me.'            

 

Romans 8.31-end 

What then are we to say about these things? If God is for us, who is against us? He 

who did not withhold his own Son, but gave him up for all of us, will he not with 

him also give us everything else? Who will bring any charge against God's elect? It is 

God who justifies. Who is to condemn? It is Christ Jesus, who died, yes, who was 

raised, who is at the right hand of God, who indeed intercedes for us. Who will 

separate us from the love of Christ? Will hardship, or distress, or persecution, or 

famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword? As it is written,  

'For your sake we are being killed all day long; we are accounted as sheep to be 

slaughtered.'  

No, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him who loved us. For I 

am convinced that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor rulers, nor things present, 

nor things to come, nor powers, nor height, nor depth, nor anything else in all 

creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus our 

Lord.            

 

1 Corinthians 15.42-58 

So it is with the resurrection of the dead. What is sown is perishable, what is raised is 

imperishable. It is sown in dishonour, it is raised in glory. It is sown in weakness, it 
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is raised in power. It is sown a physical body, it is raised a spiritual body. If there is a 

physical body, there is also a spiritual body. Thus it is written, ‘The first man, Adam, 

became a living being’; the last Adam became a life-giving spirit. But it is not the 

spiritual that is first, but the physical, and then the spiritual. The first man was from 

the earth, a man of dust; the second man is from heaven. As was the man of dust, so 

are those who are of the dust; and as is the man of heaven, so are those who are of 

heaven. Just as we have borne the image of the man of dust, we will also bear the 

image of the man of heaven. 

What I am saying, brothers and sisters, is this: flesh and blood cannot inherit the 

kingdom of God, nor does the perishable inherit the imperishable. Listen, I will tell 

you a mystery! We will not all die, but we will all be changed, in a moment, in the 

twinkling of an eye, at the last trumpet. For the trumpet will sound, and the dead 

will be raised imperishable, and we will be changed. For this perishable body must 

put on imperishability, and this mortal body must put on immortality. When this 

perishable body puts on imperishability, and this mortal body puts on immortality, 

then the saying that is written will be fulfilled: 

‘Death has been swallowed up in victory.’ 

‘Where, O death, is your victory? 

   Where, O death, is your sting?’ 

The sting of death is sin, and the power of sin is the law. But thanks be to God, who 

gives us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ. 

Therefore, my beloved, be steadfast, immovable, always excelling in the work of the 

Lord, because you know that in the Lord your labour is not in vain.           

  

1 Thessalonians 4.13-end 

We do not want you to be uninformed, brothers and sisters, about those who have 

died, so that you may not grieve as others do who have no hope. For since we 

believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so, through Jesus, God will bring with 

him those who have died. For this we declare to you by the word of the Lord, that 

we who are alive, who are left until the coming of the Lord, will by no means 

precede those who have died. For the Lord himself, with a cry of command, with the 

archangel's call and with the sound of God's trumpet, will descend from heaven, and 

the dead in Christ will rise first. Then we who are alive, who are left, will be caught 

up in the clouds together with them to meet the Lord in the air; and so we will be 

with the Lord for ever. Therefore encourage one another with these words.            

 

1 John 3.1-3 

See what love the Father has given us, that we should be called children of God; and 

that is what we are. The reason the world does not know us is that it did not know 

him. Beloved, we are God’s children now; what we will be has not yet been revealed. 

What we do know is this: when he is revealed, we will be like him, for we will see 

him as he is. And all who have this hope in him purify themselves, just as he is pure. 
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Revelation 7.9-17 

After this I looked, and there was a great multitude that no one could count, from 

every nation, from all tribes and peoples and languages, standing before the throne 

and before the Lamb, robed in white, with palm branches in their hands. They cried 

out in a loud voice, saying, 

‘Salvation belongs to our God who is seated on the throne, and to the Lamb!’ 

And all the angels stood around the throne and around the elders and the four living 

creatures, and they fell on their faces before the throne and worshipped 

God, singing, 

‘Amen! Blessing and glory and wisdom 

and thanksgiving and honour 

and power and might 

be to our God for ever and ever! Amen.’ 

Then one of the elders addressed me, saying, ‘Who are these, robed in white, and 

where have they come from?’ I said to him, ‘Sir, you are the one that knows.’ Then 

he said to me, ‘These are they who have come out of the great ordeal; they have 

washed their robes and made them white in the blood of the Lamb. 

For this reason they are before the throne of God, 

   and worship him day and night within his temple, 

   and the one who is seated on the throne will shelter them. 

They will hunger no more, and thirst no more; 

   the sun will not strike them, 

   nor any scorching heat; 

for the Lamb at the centre of the throne will be their shepherd, 

   and he will guide them to springs of the water of life, 

and God will wipe away every tear from their eyes.’ 

 

 

Revelation 21.1-7 

I, John, saw a new heaven and a new earth; for the first heaven and the first earth 

had passed away, and the sea was no more. And I saw the holy city, the new 

Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from God, prepared as a bride adorned for 

her husband. And I heard a loud voice from the throne saying, 

'See, the home of God is among mortals.  

He will dwell with them; 

they will be his peoples, 

and God himself will be with them; 

he will wipe every tear from their eyes. 

Death will be no more; 

mourning and crying and pain will be no more, 

for the first things have passed away.'   

And the one who was seated on the throne said, 'See, I am making all things new.' 
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Also he said, 'Write this, for these words are trustworthy and true.' Then he said to 

me, 'It is done! I am the Alpha and the Omega, the beginning and the end. To the 

thirsty I will give water as a gift from the spring of the water of life. Those who 

conquer will inherit these things, and I will be their God and they will be my 

children.'
